22.61  Finance

a) Budget 2023-24.

A proposed budget for 2023-24 was presented by the Clerk which included all likely forward expenditure. The Council felt that this budget was too high and that the precept request should not be increased. The Clerk redrew the budget taking into account the decisions of the Council. This creates an a requirement for £11000:, the same as requested previously. The budget was approved. 

The council resolved to set a precept for 2023/2024 of £11000 and take up the full concurrent function payment of £ 619.

22.62 Special Items: Parish Projects
Each Councillor was asked to send a costing of their allocated projects to the Chairman so that a five year plan can be built by the Parish Council.  
a) Road signs for Cranberry have been ordered but the workshop is forecasting 3 ~ 4 months for delivery. A replacement bench has been delivered but is awaiting installation. 

b) There has been anti-social behaviour and vandalism at the school The Parish Council agreed to make a contribution to CCTV once a quotation had been obtained...

d) Outdoot Fitness project was originally costing ~ £8k but this would have increased with the delay. The scheme relies on grant funding and a fee is payable for the services of the grant researching organisation. This would be still due even if the Council did not proceed with a scheme 
e) Look at a scheme of equipment for older children

f) Beautification of the and recognition of the local people who  work on St James Green. villages
