21.034 Apologies.  None.
21.035 Declarations of Interest.  None.

21.036 Minutes.  The draft minutes of the meeting of 10th May had been circulated previously. The minutes were approved and signed by the Chair. 

21.037 Matters arising.
a) Play Area at Standon. Awaiting Arran Williams request for payment for additional play equipment. As the area is used by the children from the School, it was asked if more equipment could be provided, possibly by funding from parents. It was explained that the land was not owned by the Council but probably leased. The Borough Council had a policy of concentrating play equipment into a limited number of sites where there could be enough equipment to maintain the interest of children. 

b) Speed restriction at Cotes Heath. The Parish Council is unhappy with the work carried out and there are still no painted signs on the road only repeater roundels.  No camera vans have been seen on the A519 to monitor excess speed. A resident had raised the concept of a SpeedWatch team in Cotes Heath but this needs a great deal of commitment from a group of people to ensure that once the activity starts, it is continued regularly. Cllr Pert has discussed with the Police & Crime Commissioner the need to include the speed of vehicles as one of the items in his new policy.   The Clerk was instructed to write to Highways to raise our concerns.

c) Flooding in Cotes Heath & Cranberry & MillMeece Marsh.

A meeting has been held with a resident and his analysis used for discussions with SCC and NetworkRail. NetworkRail have agreed to clear out a number of culverts under the railway line but are trying to co-ordinate with Highways to ensure everything is cleared in the right order so that their culverts are not re-blocked by clearance of ditches and gullies. It was noted that drainage from the A519 passes through an area intended to be developed as a car park at the Pumping Station. The Parish Council will make representations when planning approval is sought for this development.

d) Footpath at Cotes Heath. The Church has advised Mr Grimshaw that his gates are on Church land and are not legal. SCC have asked for more information on the application to amend the Footpath Map and confirm the Right of Way.
