Public Session
The Chairman and Mr R Grimshaw agreed to apologise for the ill-tempered discussion at the last meeting.

23.3  Minutes.  The draft minutes of the meeting of 10th October had been circulated previously. The Chairman read out an email received from Terry Bloor,,Associate ArchDeacon which stated that no ArchDeacon, Acting ArchDeacon or Associate ArchDeacon had given permission at any time for gates to remain on the footpath.

23.8 Special Items: Parish Projects
Each Councillor was asked to send a costing of their allocated projects to the Chairman so that a five year’s plan can be built by the Parish Council.  
a) Road signs for Cranberry have been ordered but the workshop is not responding to request for delivery dates. A replacement bench has been delivered but is awaiting installation. 
b)  Look at a scheme of Play Equipment for older children. Stafford Borough Council has a policy of centralizing play areas and is unlikely to want to take over any maintenance of the equipment or Playing Field which owned by the Church. Also consider installation in Cotes Heath as an alternative.
c)  Beautification of St James Green. It was noted that the bulbs still had to come up in the village. Snowdrops will be planted around the road signs.
