20.22. Work will continue on collecting evidence about the use of the footpath at Cotes Heath from people who had lived in the village for a long time.. The signs for Cranberry were in progress as the company manufacturing them had returned to work and were trying to catch up with the backlog. It is tight to fit the name Cranberry on the sign without reducing the Font size. The Top pool at Standon is not filling and no water is coming down from the field. This may be due to a change in the crops on the field. The Community Centre car park is still being used by residents for parking at the moment. This will be a problem when the Centre re-opens. The Oak Tree Project have not been able to carry out any grounds maintenance during the Coronavirus lockdown because of the need for supervision of the work force.
20.035 County Councillor /Borough Councillor Report

The Councils had given support during the lockdown but now we were coming out of lockdown many workers had now gone back to their normal work, so there would be more demand on friends and neighbours. There would be a lot more joint working with the Borough Council and Voluntary organizations.
The problem of flooding in Cotes Heath had not gone away but more work would continue. The Marking and signs on A519  at Cotes Heath were still in progress. It was noted that the speed camera van had been seen on Mill Lane but not on the A519.
