The Parish Council has no more information than the public on HS2 and its impact. Matters should really be taken up with the government through the local MP. Some more traffic might be expected due to diversions whilst the route is constructed but these have been planned. The Parish Council will try to put out any information it receives and can write to Highways on behalf of residents emphasising the need to take into consideration the impact of any diversions through the villages.
