The accounts for payment were approved and signed by the Chairman and the Clerk as the Responsible Financial Officer.  A transfer of £1000 from the Reserve Account was proposed giving a cashbook balance of £ 1145.79.

18.041 Special Items : Parish Projects

a) A519. Newcastle Road

A letter concerning the A519 and the history of our attempts to get improved safety had been written to both the County Highways Department and the County Councillor J. Pert. Cllr Pert had replied summarising the improvements so far achieved but indicating that further improvement was difficult. The Highways Department had not responded or acknowledged the correspondence.

It was agreed to write to the County Council Chief Executive deploring the lack of response from the Highways Department and setting out that the Parish Council considered that he was not complying with his responsibility for Health and Safety and the requirements of Government Policy on roads through villages.  An initial letter had been drafted by Cllr Jones and was shown to the Council. Following discussions an amended letter will be circulated to Councillors for approval before it is sent to John Henderson, Chief Executive. 
A petition had been circulated and signed by residents  

b) Village Pool Area:  Cllr Banks is working to set a date for an excavator to start on the second pool. 
c) Village Signs 

A detailed report on the signs for the village with information and costs from three suppliers was presented by Cllr Mather. Having considered the designs the Council agreed to start off with the purchase of three signs  each 1.8m high by 0.96 m wide( Illustration No 2 in the report) to replace the most damaged or unsatisfactory existing signs.
d) Stiles and Footpaths

Eight stiles have now been completed. This is due to the excellent work of the Stone Ramblers Voluntary group and Bill Twigg who lives in Bowers, he has been very helpful in getting work carried out.

Nobody is going round checking the footpaths but if we advise the footpath coordinator then work can be organised. It is important to identify the footpath.

There are overgrown hedges along Cranberry Railway Bridge forcing traffic to one side of the road and at Standon Bridge.  Cllr Mann will discuss with relevant residents to ensure that the hedges are cut back.
The footpath along Mill Lane is being narrowed by overgrowing grass and weeds. Can we get Street Scene to clear it up.

e) Litter Picking- This was successful but unfortunately only five people turned up. There is an accumulation of rubbish at the garages belonging to Rural Homes.
